REPORTS

Treasurer
Angela Lewis reported that the account was opened in May of this year with £70 from the Women and Girls Festival at Truro school.

Cornwall Cricket board have now issued a cheque 

for  £766.84 from ECB Cricket foundation money, to be 

paid into the development fund.

Angela also mentioned that none of the Women’s Clubs had paid their £10 affiliation fee and it was suggested by Rachael Eustice, and agreed by the members, that each Club could pay £ 20 next season to cover 2002/3. The cheque would be payable at the 2003 League fixtures meeting. Full report enclosed.

CCB to bid for funding from the Cricket Foundation for the U15s girls.

I (WCCDO) suggested that the Women and Girls pay for their training sessions, to help towards the cost of coaching, and also suggested putting together a bid for Awards for All, to help develop U15 corners cricket and the Women’s clubs.

U15s
Marilyn Richards provided us with a very comprehensive report. Copy attached.


In summary 29 girls attended trials, Anton and Marilyn selected 16 for the County squad.

They played 3 games, the first one against Somerset at Taunton. Somerset were all out for 101, and Cornwall batted well to pass their score in the 29th over.

Next away to Devon at Whitchurch, where Cornwall batted first and put on a very respectable 107 for 9 off 30. Devon managed to pass the score for the loss of 5 wickets and 8 balls remaining.

Finally the U15s entertained Dorset at Werrington. Cornwall made 133 for 6 off 30. Dorset struggled with their reply and were all out for 70.

This meant that in their first year of competitive Cricket the Cornwall U15s played all 3 games and finished the inaugural winners of the 4 Counties Competition. A great achievement…

A wish that the momentum continue and that indoor winter training and schools links be investigated for the future.

Many thanks were dished out to Anton and Jane Luiten, David Weeks and I would like to thank Marilyn for her organisation, energy and enthusiasm.

County Women
David Weeks began with thanks to the CCB, Peter Grant and myself for our support and for encouraging him to become involved with the Women and Girls game.

He was quite pleased with the attendance for indoor training, an average of 11+ women each time. There was plenty of enthusiasm from the girls who attended, the Kit and Facilities were 1st rate. Thanks was offered to Andy McNally (Truro CC)

The Women played their first game of the season at Instow, for the Devon v Cornwall shield that is an annual event.

In very hot weather the scores finished tied on 150 for 8. This is the first time this has happened since 1984, amazing… Sue Leathley top scored.

The first game of the 4 Counties Competition saw a rematch against Devon at Rosudgeon. Devon batted 1st and struggled to score126 for 9. Cornwall in reply scored 114 for 1, then past the visitors total in the 34th over.

Then they entertained Dorset at Werrington. The visitors this time put on 131 all out. Cornwall passed the total with overs to spare.

This making Cornwall the unbeaten inaugural winners of the Island Crikit 4 Counties Trophy.

Next came the Dutch International at Axminster. As expected the national side had strength and depth and finished on 223 for 5 off 40 in reply Cornwall managed 107 all out, and despite the score line a very enjoyable day was had by all.

The season finished with 2 friendly development games held at Camborne, against the U15 Girls am and the U13 boys pm.

David also wanted to thank Sheila Searle for scoring, and Mike for his help, and the Umpiring skills of Conway Polkinghorne and Peter Thomas.

Many thanks to David for all his hard work.

Results Secretary
There is a full report attached, but here are some of the key points

· Result-sheets often came back with the wrong amount of points for one or both teams

· Score-sheets did not arrive soon after the game was played, if at all

· Many matches had to be rearranged or not played at all due to poor weather, bad pitch availability or not able to raise a team

· Poor understanding of the rules laid down.

Despite all of these hurdles, more Cricket than ever was played in Cornwall and a results table was produced.

The final game played during 2002, resulted in being ‘some what’ a final, as the 2 Clubs (Rosudgeon and Falmouth) had the potential to win the League. Rosudgeon beat Falmouth and won the CWCA League.
