Insert new League Rule 5(d)(ii)

From the start of season 2004, the club player registration system will be extended to include club umpires and scorers,      details of whom will be added to a list of those eligible for training & examination. Those on this list will be given automatic membership of the CCUA & S, and be offered appropriate training.

Rename existing League Rule 8

       Rename this rule as “UMPIRES & SCORERS”

New League Rule 8(f)

For clubs in Division 1, the provision of a non-playing, competent scorer will be mandatory in all league fixtures from the start of season 2004.

New League Rule 8(g)

For clubs in Divisions 2 East & West, the provision of a competent non-playing umpire (where panel umpires are not appointed) and competent non-playing scorer will be mandatory in all league fixtures from the start of season 2005.

New League Rule 8(h)

The provision of a competent non-playing umpire and competent non-playing scorer will be made mandatory in all league fixtures for divisions 3 and below, phased in over a number of years, starting with divisions 3 East & West, in the first instance, at the start of the 2006 season.  

Insert new League Rule 8(i)

The names of the umpire and scorer for each team, as required by the rules above, must be recorded on the result sheet at the conclusion of the match.

New League Rule 8(j)

Failure of a club to provide a competent non-playing club umpire and/or competent non-playing scorer, as required by the rules above, will result in a penalty of 2 points for each such failure.

New League Rule 8(k)

Registered club umpires must have passed a version of the local CCUA “Recreational Cricket” examination by the start of the season following the introduction of this scheme to their league. (e.g. By the start of season 2006 for division 2; by 2007 for division 3; etc.).

No game shall commence after 5.00pm nor any second innings after 6.00pm

APPENDIX

Umpire & Scorer Recruitment ; Proposals for the 2004 AGM of the Cornwall Cricket League

Preamble

The Terms of Reference of the Cornwall Cricket Umpires Association (CCUA) have been revised so that it is now  responsible for the provision of a panel of trained and qualified (to the appropriate standard) umpires to the Premier League and Division 1, with the remainder of the League being umpired by club-based umpires.   Although panel umpires may be available to umpire some Division 2 fixtures, this will be the exception rather than the rule.

The Cornwall Cricket League (CCL) and the CCUA have, together, formulated the following new rules both to fulfil the new Terms of Reference and in an attempt to reverse the fall in umpire numbers.  For the protection and development of the game in Cornwall, all concerned parties must work together to ensure an adequate growth in the number of practising umpires and scorers.  This must be achieved in a manner which does not increase the cost to clubs of match day expenses.

In all divisions included in each phase of the proposed rollout, every club MUST provide a competent non-playing club umpire and scorer; failure to do so will result in a points-deduction penalty to be applied by the League Management Committee.  Providing an umpire and scorer is just as important as providing a team of 11 players.   Ideally, the club umpire will have been trained by the CCUA and will have passed a version of the local CCUA “Recreational Cricket” examination; the scorer will, ideally, also have been trained in such topics as signal recognition, recording of extras, etc.  

Existing non-panel club umpires and scorers will be offered training and encouragement to sit whatever examination is required.  Such umpires will not be on an appointments panel; they will still be attached solely to their club, and will umpire only their own clubs’ games. These umpires will carry the same authority, with recourse to the same reporting and disciplinary procedures, as an officially appointed panel umpire.  It is hoped that some umpires included in this scheme will, eventually, wish to join the CCUA panel, and thus help solve the problem that has given rise to these proposals.  

The CCUA will also recruit and train more trainers, who will deliver training appropriate to this scheme on a regional and timely basis.  

Definitions:

A competent umpire is defined as one who knows, and is capable of enforcing, the Laws of Cricket applicable to recreational cricket, who knows the signals required to be given to and received from the scorers, and is aware of the rules appertaining to the “Spirit of Cricket”.  Above all, he must be scrupulously fair and impartial in the application of the Laws.

A competent scorer is defined as one who can recognise, understand and respond appropriately to all signals made to him by the umpires, and who can record accurately all runs scored, and other events which need recording, during the course of a game of cricket.
