 I am pleased to announce details of the Cornwall Cricket Board Six-a-Side League for 2011-12, 
which is open to any club or organisation in Cornwall.  Following the successful inaugural event won by 
Falmouth CC last spring, which attracted 12 entries in a short period, we are to run a competition with 16 
teams this autumn / winter, on Sunday afternoons/evenings, with a Knockout Cup on Thursday evenings 
in November and December.  Entry to the ECB national championship will be via this knockout cup. 
 

    Teams will be divided into two groups of roughly equal strength.  After teams have played the 
other 7 teams in their group, the top four teams in each group will become the ‘A’ Division, with the 
remaining four (8 in total) comprising the ‘B’ Division.  Each Division shall be made up of two groups of 
four teams, with the top two in each group going forward to the semi-finals. 
 

    The tournament will be played over 12 overs per side, maximum 3 overs per bowler.  Teams 
should consist of 6 players.  We have removed the option of fielding up to 8 players, as hardly anyone 
ever used it anyway!   A yellow leather ball will be used.  Full playing conditions will be published with the 
draw.  
 

    Winners’ and runners-up medals will be provided and the winning club’s prize will be 2 x two-
hours’ free use of the Cricket Centre (worth up to £176).  Weekly results will receive media coverage. 
 

   The registration/entry fee is £10 per team and there will be a match fee of £24 per team, which is 
£4 per player.  This is mainly due to the hire costs of the Cricket Centre, which average around £30 per 
hour.  An application form is enclosed with this letter.  Please note the closing date for entries, which is 
Tuesday 20th September 2011.
