           If you have Child Protection concerns you should:

· Report any information or concerns to your Club Welfare Officer 

·    Ensure that you have obtained as much information about your concerns 
               or an incident as possible 


·    A Welfare Incident Form must be completed and submitted to the 
               County Welfare Officer 

·    Any umpire reports or statements must accompany this information


·    If any young person is in danger or has been hurt, the Club must contact
               the Police/Ambulance/Social Services immediately then report the matter
               to the County Welfare Officer
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          What is needed to protect your club’s integrity?

·    Every club coach, umpire, scorer, captain and persons with regular contact with 
               children must complete Criminal Records Bureau (CRB) check every three years


·    Self-Declaration: Refer to ‘Self-Declaration Procedures – new 2006’        


·    Parent consent form must be completed for all minors under the age of 18


·    Every CCL club must adopt the ECB ‘Safe Hands’ Welfare of Young People in 
               Cricket Policy


·    The Club Welfare Officer must attend Safe Hands ’Time to Listen’ training

Dealing with an incident in cricket  

Any incident that takes place during the course of cricket that results in verbal, physical 
or sexual assault on a person under the age of 18 years must be referred to the County Welfare Officer for advice.   This to be undertaken by the Club Welfare Officer.     
A Welfare Incident Form must be completed.
