Day 1 report by Mike Barlow Western Morning News

CORNWALL face an uphill struggle at Truro if they are to make it two wins out of two in the Minor Counties Championship. 
Tom Sharp's team enjoyed a flying start to the campaign with victory in Oxfordshire but yesterday in Truro, they laboured against a powerful Cheshire batting line-up.
After winning the toss on his home ground at Boscawen Park, Sharp elected to bat second and then spent a long day in the field exhorting his bowlers to greater efforts as the visitors racked up 374 for eight off their full allocation of 90 overs. 
At the close, Cornwall were 56 for three in reply and struggling to stay in the game. Cornwall start day two with Gary Thomas and Karl Turner at the crease but will rue yesterday's costly last session in which they lost dangerman Tony Penberthy for just one run, Neil Curnow to a disputed run-out decision and opener Neil Edwards, who was going well when adjudged lbw to Thomas Young for 31.

Cornwall's chief tormentor was skipper Andrew Hall who came to the crease with Cheshire on 39 having lost debutant opener Simon Stokes for 21. Hall embarked on a solo dismemberment of Cornwall's bowling attack, sharing in a marathon second wicket partnership of 193 with Dan Leech.

The stand was eventually broken by Cornwall skipper Tom Sharp who accounted for Leech, via the safe hands of Rob Harrison in the deep after the Cheshire batsmen had struck 11 fours in an impressive knock of 85.

Hall was next to go, falling to the same combination of bowler and fielder for a patient, 19-boundary 138 but by then the visitors were just six runs short of 300.

And with Kevin Waterhouse chipping in 45 before the overs ran out and useful knocks earlier from Nick Cantello (24) and James Duffy (26), Cornwall knew they needed a good start to remain in contention.

However, the loss of Neil Curnow, run out for six with 31 on the board and the dangerous Edwards who had looked on target for a big score on Truro's hard batting track, knocked them off course. Penberthy's departure, caught by Matthew Dawson off Kevin  Waterhouse was a hammer blow that could prove pivotal with two days remaining and Cornwall looking to regroup this morning.

Earlier, all of the Cornish bowlers had taken a mauling at the hands of Leech and Hall although Paul paceman Kelvin Snell, making his debut as a late replacement for the injured Antony Angove, had given a hint of the ability that has made him one of the leading bowlers in County Division One, by conceding just 35 runs in 14 overs and claiming the early wicket of Stokes.

Skipper Tom Sharp's five-wicket haul was instrumental in disrupting Cheshire's rythm with Hall and Leech the key victims, while Penberthy, Rob Harrison and Chris Hunkin worked hard for scant reward
