Cornwall (24pts) beat Herefordshire (5 pts) by 108 runs
Match Reports 

Day 1 by Bill Sobey (Western Morning News)

CORNWALL have taken their Minor Counties Championship match with Herefordshire by the scruff of the neck reaching 374-8 by the close of the first day. 

Three days of rain prior to the game made the outfield very wet, and although the start was delayed, Tom Sharp's Cornish side relished the conditions at Brockhampton after a difficult start. 

Grampound Road skipper Chris Hunkin struck 115 on his way to a maiden county century to hand the initiative to the visitors. 

Hunkin's innings delighted Sharp who also mentioned stand-in wicket keeper Mark Horwell for special praise after his brave 47. 

"Chris Hunkin did brilliantly and Mark Horwell as well to be fair. 

"But Chris batted superbly and it's something we know he's capable of. It's just really good to see him get a hundred. 

"We battled hard to start with. We were always going at a decent rate, it's quite a quick-scoring ground, a small ground, but we were losing wickets to start with. 

"It's rained quite a bit up here over the last few days so there was quite a bit for the seam bowlers early on." 

The first Cornish victim was Werrington's Matt Robins who was caught by wicket keeper Richard Johnson off the bowling of Tom Glover for 19. 

Skipper Sharp was next to go when his attempted hook skied to second slip off the bowling of Richard Parker. 

Parker followed that scalp with that of Tony Penberthy who fell for just 13 attempting an ill-advised drive that was caught at gully. 

Sharp's Truro team-mate Jonathan Kent opening the innings  made a credible 45 in his 73rd appearance for the Duchy. 

His experience helped stem the flow of wickets for Herefordshire as Cornwall moved to 128 before his dismissal. 

Chris Boroughs ended Kent's innings with an unanswerable delivery, but the reprieve was only temporary for the home side who then had to contend with another man from Truro, Ben Price. 

Boroughs did eventually claim his second wicket of the day, catching Price lbw as he closed in his half century. 

It was at this point that Cornwall really started to enjoy the day as Hunkin took bit between his teeth. 

First he and Martin Pearce built a partnership of 70 before the latter was caught at mid-off from the bowling of Dai Rushbrook. 

The standout partnership of the day, however, was between Hunkin and Horwell as they made 128 without loss. 

Hunkin, who scored 92 against the same opposition at Truro last year, eventually fell rather tamely, gifting a simple catch at cover point off the bowling of Glover. 

Horwell was also dismissed just before the close of play when his hook attempt got a nick off another fast Rushbrook delivery, and was caught behind by Johnson. 

With just over five minutes remaining, Herefordshire asked to come off? Cornwall came off for bad light. Herefordshire will still have work to do in the morning session as Sharp is hoping that his men can add more to their tally before having a turn with the ball. 

"If we get up close to 400 tomorrow morning, there's still plenty of assistance for our bowlers," said Sharp. "If we come in and bowl well then we've got every chance."

Day 2 by Michael Weeks
Cornwall ended a remarkable second day of their Minor Counties Championship game with Herefordshire, at Brockhampton, in the driving seat last night.  They start the final day of the season this morning with a lead of 393 runs and, if the weather permits, must be favourites to end the campaign as they began, with a win. 

Yesterday morning Cornwall’s last two wickets added another 12 runs to end on 387 all out.  The home team opted to use the heavy roller, a decision that proved questionable as they slumped to 52 for 7 with almost an hour to go until lunch.  It was thanks to superb spells from Rob Harrison and Lee Caddy, on a difficult surface while the ball was new.  Harshad Patel survived being caught by Martin Pearce off Caddy at short leg, off a no-ball, before being held at slip by Tom Sharp off Harrison.  His opening partner Massey followed with Sharp holding an outstanding one-handed slip catch, over his head, again off Harrison.  Then a remarkable over from Caddy which saw the Hayle seamer claim only the fifth hat-trick in Cornwall’s Championship history,  and the first since Chris Ellison achieved the feat against Cheshire at Werrington in 1998.  He had Henry Langford brilliantly caught by Ben Price in a running, diving effort at mid off.  He just managed get two hands to the ball, inches off the ground.  Then sensation as first David Exall then Ashley Nahorniak were trapped lbw in successive balls.  The home team were reeling at 36-5 which soon became 38-6 when Chris Boroughs offered a more simple chance to Price at mid off, with Harrison taking the wicket.  When Tom Glover became Caddy’s fourth wicket of the morning, at 52-7, Herefordshire were in danger of humiliation, but they fought back, and how.  Dai Morgan Rushbrook held the innings together with 71 not out and got great support from Richard Johnson (36), Peter Scott (29) and last man Richard Parker with 20. The last three wickets added 67, 42 and 59 respectively to boost the total to 220 all out as the conditions eased. Sharp picked up the wickets to end with 3-30, which included Johnson sensationally caught by a diving Penberthy at leg slip.  Caddy took 4 for 72 and Harrison ended with 3-55 having taken 3-19 of 8 overs in the morning in a superb spell.

Cornwall with a lead of 167 didn’t enforce the follow on but saw their innings start in the most dramatic of fashions.  Jonathan Kent went first ball to one that jagged back off his pads onto the stumps.  Then Matt Robins pull shot was skied to mid wicket. Penberthy followed, caught at point, and Price became the fourth batsman on the day to go first ball when he got a vicious delivery just managing to glove Glover to Langford at gully.  Sharp and Hunkin rode their luck to add 114 for the sixth wicket, reviving memories of their 200 stand last year against the same opponents at Truro.  Hunkin went for 55 and Sharp 51 but with a lead in excess of 300 it allowed Martin Pearce (31) and Harrison (37) to play their shots in the last hour.   Cornwall’s last pair of Neil Ivamy and Caddy are not out overnight allowing skipper Sharp the option of use of the heavy roller again first thing this morning, before trying to force a last day win with a lead of almost 400 in hand.

Day 3 by Michael Weeks

Cornwall ended their Minor Counties season with a win when they defeated Herefordshire by 108 runs at Brockhampton, at just before 5pm.  They achieved the success, with time to spare, after the home batsman put up some resistance during the day battling out over 75 overs.  It means Cornwall won both their first and last championship games of the season with three draws and a defeat in between.

Cornwall’s plan to bat on into the third day perhaps didn’t have the hoped for effect.  Skipper Tom Sharp opted for the heavy roller before play but, unlike twenty-fours earlier when the home skipper Chris Boroughs did likewise, the pitch flattened out and was probably at it’s best in the match to bat on.  With the overnight pair hardly getting a bat on ball before Lee Caddy was bowled six of the day’s allotment of overs were used up, including three for the change of innings, without a run being added.

Herefordshire were set 394 to win in a minimum of 96 overs.  After a reasonable start Caddy got the breakthrough Cornwall were looking for, bowling Massey for 4 with the score at 25. Then young Matt Robins took the first of his three excellent catches during the day. He held on in the gully to a fierce lofted drive by James Langford, to make it 37 for 2. Chris Boroughs and Harshad Patel went along nicely to get the total to 93 before Cornwall made two important strikes just before lunch. Chris Hunkin bowled a good over which ended with Boroughs playing on off the last ball, having made 28.  Then Patel, having reached 50, confidently struck Sharp to long on only for Robins to hold onto a steepling catch.  

David Exall hung about to make 33 before he got a leading edge and skied Rob Harrison to Hunkin at point.  Ashley Nahorniak followed at 177-6, having made 22. He pushed Neil Ivamy to Martin Pearce who spent most of the day under the helmet at short-leg. At 212 Tom Glover gave Robins his third catch of the day when he edged Ivamy.  In an inspired piece of captaincy Robins had been moved to third slip only the ball before.  Dai Morgan Rushbrook followed two runs later when, attempting a hook, he skied to twelfth man Steve Mason. He was not the only batsman in the match to suffer a similar fate. 

At 214 for 8 the end looked nigh but just as first time around, the ninth wicket pair of Richard Johnson (28no) and Peter Scott (44) had other ideas.  They added 71 to frustrate the Cornish bowlers, either side of tea, before Scott sliced a drive to Sharp at cover.  The end came quickly however, with the score still at 285, with Sharp bowling last man Richard Parker for 0. Neil Ivamy took 3 for 48 with Lee Caddy, Chris Hunkin and Sharp taking two wickets each. So a satisfactory final day of the season for the Duchy which should see a final placing in the top half of the table.
