Eligibility.  All Clubs affiliated to the CCL will participate, as part of the seasonal League programme for the 2005 season, in celebration of the centenary of the League. All Clubs will field one team only. All players registered as per League Rules 14 / 15.

All games will normally be played on the ground of the first named Club, except in the case of mutual agreement and the semi-finals and final. The home side may retain any gate money.

The competition has been divided into 4 geographical areas, East, Mid East, Mid West and West, with the winners from each area going through to the Finals Day on the 14th August at Truro CC. 

Games to be played on weekday evenings, starting not later than 6.30pm.or on Sundays.

Handicapping.  The handicap shall be based on the league status of Clubs during the 2005 season. It will be as follows:- 

Clubs with the higher league status shall give 30 runs start to a Club with a league status immediately below them, plus an additional 10 runs for each subsequent lower Division.  

(e.g. Prem. League Club v Div 1 Club - 30 runs to be given to the lower league Club at the start of their innings, or say, County Div 1 Club v 4th Div Club (E or W) 30 +10+10 = 50 runs start).
