TO:  All League Clubs

At a recent League Management Committee Meeting the results of the Tier Meetings and the autumn work prior to the League AGM in January was discussed and one matter, in particular, drew attention.  The system of voting under the new Tier System and it was felt that it was essential to deal with this matter before the AGM in January.  The LMC believe that the issue could be dealt with by them under existing rules 10 and 11 and the voting procedures also set out in the League Rules.   However it concluded that all clubs should be invited to participate in resolving the issue as set out below. 

The LMC debated whether the best way to deal with this would be to call an EGM as quickly as possible but this would involve drawing all clubs from across the County to a meeting in Truro, with consequent expense to the Clubs and to the League and with only one item on the Agenda for discussion.  It was felt that the best solution would be to circulate this document to all clubs and ask them to vote either by post or Email but the LMC believe they are entitled to ask for and expect a 100% return from Clubs. Anything less would devalue the process and destroy the purpose of seeking a democratic and long term solution which should be of concern to all clubs.

The items to be decided is set out below:-

TIER VOTING

The LMC proposes that matters relating to a particular Tier, shall be voted on only by Clubs in that tier, one team, one vote.                                               

On matters relating to the whole league, ie all divisions, the present voting rules will apply

Rule 3.9 

Add new rule 3.9.6:-
Matters relating to a particular Tier, shall be voted on by the Clubs in that Tier only, one Team – one Vote, two teams – two votes. Matters relating to all Divisions – Rule 3.9.1 will apply.

In any case where there has been a breach of the Code of Conduct the CCL Disciplinary Committee will act solely in deciding upon the penalty to be imposed. This does not, however, prevent Clubs imposing their own penalty in addition to that made by the CCL Disciplinary Committee. (Higher Tier + Division 2E & 2W where CCUA Panel umpires standing)

That, Aims & Jurisdiction, Rule 26 be changed as follows:                                    

Delete the whole of the 2 paragraph. Do not replace with anything so that the rule is just the one remaining paragraph beginning, “These regulations shall....”

Composition of respective East and West Divisions may be adjusted in order to maintain a balance of 12 teams in each section. 

(Reasoning: Perranporth have been relegated to Div 3E. Based on the fact that 3E is orientated with a large number of clubs in SE Cornwall, I suspect that Perranporth would like to swap back to 3W. Under the current Rule 10.2 that is not permitted. With this rewording Perranporth could legitimately move back to 3W and Gerrans return (after about 10 years in the West) to 3E

For the  start of the 2008 season all divisions will consist of 10 teams

Rule 10.6
The composition of the league may not be altered after the 1 February of each year

(Allows clubs a short period to digest the results of the AGM and thus hopefully reduces the chance of some divisions being below full strength)

Rule 11
11.1.5.2 A club is permitted to have more than one team playing in the lowest division, provided the lowest division is not overborne with teams and it does not prevent another team from entering the league.

 (Callington are in the position of potentially having 2 teams in Division 6 East. Under the current rules this is not allowed and their fourth team will have to stand down. As we are in the business of trying to encourage people to play cricket I propose the following amendment to the rules. This would allow both 3rd and 4th teams to play in the same division but only if it is the lowest league and not at the expense of another club/team wishing to enter the league.

14.2 Overseas Players

To delete sentence 14.2.1.1 ‘They can demonstrate that they are in either remunerative employment not connected with cricket or                                                                                                                                  14.2.1.2 of independent means from sources not connected with cricket’

Reason: This ‘in line’ with precedent as set by LMC pre-2006 season in permitting Overseas player to take up remunerative employment connected with cricket, as contrary to present ruling. 
Such rule change will enable all ‘Higher Tier’ clubs to make similar ‘Overseas Player’ appointments in future.

Rule 14
In order to participate in CCL matches a player must be a minimum of 12 years of age on the actual match day.

Rule 15
Amend the following:

15.1.1 The CCL Registration Form, to be signed by the Club Secretary (or other club official) must be submitted in duplicate to the CCL Registration Secretary.

15.1.2 Once a player has been registered he remains registered with that club until either transferred (in accordance with 15.2) or until the CCL Registration Secretary is informed by the Club Secretary that he is no longer a playing member of that Club.

(This removes the need for excessive paperwork by club secretaries and the registration secretary to continually have to re-register the same players every year — the only registration forms that should now be sent are for transfers or new players)

Rule 17
That the results form has an extra column to allow both captains to sign when they mutually agree that a player under rule 17.4.5.2 is playing.

Reason: Under rule 17.4.5, (playing of players in a lower division team who are regular to a higher division team) the LMC are the only body that can prove that a breach has occurred by examining the team names on the result sheet. Signatures would indicate that both captains mutually agree to the player(s) taking part.

New Rule for Division 2 East and West Clubs only. 

1. Match Balls 

1.1 Each side shall provide one new quartered leather ball. 

1.1.1 Both balls to be lodged with the umpires before the commencement of the match. 

1.2 The ball used first in the match shall be deemed to be that supplied by the home side. 

1.3 The side fielding second shall have the option to use the second new ball. 

1.3.1 If this option is not exercised, the original ball, or that substituted for it during play, must be used throughout. 

1.4 Two good used balls must also be available at all such matches.

Amend to read:                                                                                                                                                       19.3 If the ball pitches outside the line of the leg stump, or without pitching passes on the leg side of the wicket, without touching any part of the striker’s person or bat  and outside of where the batsman would be standing in his normal position, then it shall be called and signalled a ‘wide’ ball. The additional words proposed are ‘pitches outside the line of the line of leg stump, or without pitching’

Reason: These additional words would serve to further clarify this rule whilst seeking a more consistent application of it. The rule as it now stands permits the umpires to award a wide for a ball passing from off to leg across the line wicket to wicket purely by reason of the ball passing down the leg side.

(With the proposed amendment, the umpire could still award a wide for such a ball which is not ‘sufficiently within his (the batsman’s) reach for him to be able to hit it with his bat by means of a normal cricket stroke )

Reason: Many breaches of rules are not apparent on the day of a match. For example; (a) Playing of a regular member of a higher level without mutual agreement. (b) Playing an unregistered player.

21 days should be sufficient time to gather any required evidence of breach

20.3. 1 Clubs are to indicate at the AGM whether they are a Re-arranging club (Indicated by (R) after the club name in the club directory section of the subsequent league handbook) or not.

20.3.2 No fixture shall, on account of weather or ground conditions, be cancelled before

11am on the match day unless with the agreement of the other club.

20.3.3 The visiting team shall have the right to travel and inspect the ground, but must advise the home club of their intention.

20.3.3.1 Where there are appointed umpires, they shall decide if play can commence and they shall not be advised of cancellation until the visiting club has accepted it.

20.3.3.2 If the match is then cancelled, the visiting team shall be responsible for payment of:

i) Compensation for teas ii) Both umpires, where applicable.

20.3.3 In the event of the home club failing to contact the visiting team before an appropriate departure time, the home club shall be fined and may have points deducted.

20.3.4 There shall be no re-arrangement of matches postponed due to weather or ground condition unless both clubs show indication in favour in accordance with 20.3.1.

20.6.3 Match Points shall be awarded as follows:-

10 points for outright win, 7 points for tie or draw with the scores level

6 points for abandonment once play has started

0 points for cancellation

12.1.3 The club with the highest average number of points accrued from each game which has started in their respective division to be adjudged champions of that division.

20.3.4.1 For postponed games involving both teams in favour of re-arrangement as indicated in the club directory. Games postponed due to weather or ground conditions up to 17th July, that are now to be rearranged, must be played within 29 days. Thereafter they must be played on or before the completion date of the season, which is the Sunday preceding the date of the League Finals

20.3.4.2 For postponed games involving both teams in favour of re-arrangement as indicated in the club directory. When a game is postponed the Secretary (or other official of the home club must offer, within 96 hours to the Secretary of the visiting side, three dates for the game to be arranged and played, one of which must be accepted. In the event of either club defaulting, the points shall be awarded to the other. The results Secretary is to be notified within seven days.

19.6.3 In circumstances which cause loss of playing time and which are beyond the control of the bowling side such as injury, adverse weather or light, time wasting by the batting side etc., the umpires shall make due          allowance of time and note same on the report sheet.

19.6.4 Any bowling side failing to achieve the required over rate shall lose1 point for every one over or part thereof per hour by which they fall short of the requirement.

19.6.4.1 Any such penalty shall be applied by the Results Secretary, if necessary, after consultation with the umpires.

1. In these 100 over matches the maximum number for any bowler will be 10.

League note: The complex interlinking fixture matrix, which was devised in 2006 to allow the eight Premier teams to play opponents on three occasions whilst their second XI can still compete in the 11 x 2 games Cornwall League without any clashes of grounds, cannot be altered.  If it was then some teams, throughout all divisions of the League, will end up having at least four or five successive home or away games, which of course the League feel is totally unsatisfactory.  Therefore if the above proposal is passed the third set of Premier games will be randomly spread across the Premier League season i.e. match numbers 1, 9, 10, 18, 19, 20 and 21 respectively.
