Cole, Raymont and White Challenge.

Additional Local Rules.

1. The Competition is sponsored by and shall be named the “Cole Raymont and White Challenge”.

2. The Challenge is a competition to throw a 5.5 oz quartered cricket ball the farthest distance.

3. Open to all Clubs and members of the Cornwall Cricket League:-

(a) All Clubs to organise their own in-house competition, with the longest thrower going forward to :-

(b) A Regional throw-off, with the longest thrower from each Region going forward to :-

(c) Final to be staged at Truro CC on Sunday 14th August 2004.

(d) Clubs and Regions will be permitted to enter a reserve thrower if the longest thrower is not available.

After stages (a) & (b) the names of the longest thrower and reserve thrower are to be submitted to Keith Goldsmith 01579 346248, (Leaving 8 throwers to complete in the Final). It will not be necessary to measure rounds other than the Final, which will comply with the official Guinness Rules.

4. At each stage of the competition, competitors will have three throws, to be taken in sequence with other competitors. Order of throwing shall be decided by drawing lots.

5. Regional and Final throw-offs shall be supervised by a minimum of three officials, two members of the LMC and an Official League Umpire. All decisions made by these officials shall be final and binding.

6. Host Club to provide 6 Assistants for distance marking, ball retrieving and carrying, name markers and bucket.

7. All participants shall provide 3 used balls (good quality and individually marked), which shall be shown to an official, and approved, before throwing.

8. At the final the wind speed will be measured, a following wind of not more than       mph.

9. LMC to set dates for the Regional throw-offs and grounds to be used. Recommended start times 7 pm, all competitors to be checked-in before the competition commences. Any late arrivals :-

(a)  competitors who arrive after the 1st round has started, shall forfeit one throw.

(b) competitors who arrive after the 2nd round has started, shall forfeit two throws

(c) competitors who arrive after the 3rd round has started, shall be disqualified.

10. Any prize monies won, may be passed to the thrower or his Club. It is up to each Club and individual to decide, before the final commences. No participant will take part unless dressed in normal cricket attire, acceptable to the officials in charge, on the final throw-off day. Prizes as follows :-

Trophy plus £50

3rd Place
Trophy plus £25

Winners name to go forward to the “Guinness Book of Records” (subject to agreement).
