Seasons Summary

Overall Cornwall had 9 matches in 2010, 8 of which were completed with only the away match at Hertfordshire being cancelled due to Thunderstorms.

We have had some very promising players joining the senior XI this season and they will improve even further with match experience and more coaching.  I cannot emphasise enough how important it is that all players play as much cricket as possible and this should include wherever possible Saturday league matches in the Cornwall Cricket League. This will assist in improving their match awareness and as it is a vital area for the development of Womens & Girls cricket I feel that incentives should be offered to those clubs who participate in this development by playing these players in Saturday League matches.

In 2010, I have once again managed the County Squad. It is a time consuming role during the season and it takes a lot of support from others to make things possible. My thanks go to all those involved who have supported me in this role, especially Adrian Noott, Fern Nicholls, Nicola Hawken and Steve Raven.

I would like to particularly thank the umpires who have officiated at our home matches, Vic Hassell, Roy Strout and John Edwards. A special thank you to the coaches for delivering indoor training sessions at the new Cornwall Cricket centre and also to Steve Richards for his coaching at the 20/20. Finally many thanks to Wadebridge, St Just, Menheniot, St Austell and Truro Clubs for the use of their pitches for County matches in 2010. 

I have now been the County Manager for at least 6 seasons, I would like to invite anyone who would like to take the opportunity to take over the position of Manager to step forward as it is a very rewarding voluntary position.

There was a proposal to have an initiative for letting more women play for men’s clubs.  The group discussed the proposal, the suggestion was a letter to the clubs of encouragement and explaining the benefits.

CORNWALL GIRLS CRICKET

2010 has seen Cornwall entering an Under 15 and Under 13 girls cricket side in the ECB County Age Group league.  They have achieved mixed success with the highlights for the Under 15s being the final game of the season beating Dorset at Menheniot by 5 wickets.   Individual successes   Rebecca Rowe 57 v Devon,  Jade Williams 4-14 v Dorset,  Dani Hay 3-13 v Wiltshire and 47, Charlotte Phillips 3-11 v Somerset.   The Under 13s highlight beating Devon at Hayle by 2 wickets. Individual successes Sophie Mackenzie 34 not out v Devon, Emmie Blamey 3-16 v Dorset, Daisy Allsopp 31 not out v Somerset, Kellie Williams 3-29 v Somerset, Molly Curtis 3-25 v Devon.

To finish off the season we entered the Kings Festival at Taunton with an Under 17 squad.  The team were due to play Gloucester, Leinster, and Kent.   The first day was affected by heavy rain over night which meant that all matches were reduced from 45 overs to T20 games.  Cornwall achieved a draw against Gloucester but managed to gain 9 points through taking 8 wickets during the game with Nicole Richards taking 2-5 off her 4 overs and Dani Hay 2-14 off her 4.  Cornwall were joint second going into the second day.  Leinster won the toss and put Cornwall in.  Nicole Richards and Charlotte Phillips set the game up for Cornwall with an opening partnership of 115 before Phillips was out on 39.  Cornwall went on to score 177 for 7 after 45 overs.  Cornwall were aware they needed maximum points to take them top of the table and so set about bowling out the Irish team.  The opening bat C Conway put up a good fight scoring 34 before being caught off Richards.  The Cornwall side bowled and fielded with determination knowing what was required.  Leinster were bowled out for 79.  13 year old Emmie Blamey of Gorran taking 3 for 7 off 2 overs and Dani Hay 3 for 14 off 4.  This put Cornwall on top of the table and with heavy rain putting paid to the final days play, Cornwall won the festival, a tremendous achievement to finish off the season.  Thanks to all those who have assisted with coaching, scoring and umpiring this season.  Well done to all the girls who have represented Cornwall this year.

Next season we are going to enter in U13 and U17 ECB CAG.  We are also looking to hold some friendly matches for a team of U15s – as for this season we do not have sufficient hard ball, county capable players in this age group.  The pre-Christmas training is already in motion, this is aimed more specifically at encouraging new players into the game – but we will pick our County squads from this, who will then be invited to training after Christmas.   

Many thanks this season to all those involved with the coaching Steve Raven, Steve Richards, Nicole Richards and Fern Nicholls.  The umpires with a special thank you to David Wynter who umpired all but one of our home games.  The clubs who hosted matches Hayle, St Austell, Perranporth, Werrington, Redruth and Menhenniot.  My own thanks go to the parents for transporting players – in some cases huge distances for the girls games – Marlborough for the U13s springs to mind.  Roll on 2011.
